A walk in Nevada City will 
provide some opportunities as well. However, there is no one place with a high concentration of trees with fall color inside 
town. The following map shows where the Visitor Center identified good areas for fall foliage. We have tried to identify some 
addresses or landmarks to get you into the area.

Grass Valley drive around
Grass Valley fall foliage is spread-out, be prepared to drive around the area. The furthest 
out is Empire Mine State Park. We have tried to pick someplace that gets you to an area 
that correlates to the fall map provided by the Visitor Center.

If you wish to visit Empire Mine State Park, it is open 10am-5pm. There is a $5 entry fee.
